8. Roundtable

Some CAP members indicated that they have still not seen any improvements – conditions are worse now than they were a year ago. Some residents are selling and moving away as a result. The wind is a big factor but it was felt that many processes should not be allowed. One CAP member was told that Certificates of Approvals are not up to date. One CAP member pointed out that industry is now under tighter government regulations than ever. It is felt that although the magnets were a good idea there needs to be a letter of explanation to accompany it. Many people are still not sure about how to use them.

Some CAP members suggested that we try to take on another project – in the past we have organized a Neighbourhood cleanup. If we do this again we could use student volunteers – this could be used to help them get their volunteer hours. Cindy will look into this, and an area to choose and will present a report at the next meeting. We could also give presentations at local schools or have students attend our CAP meetings. One member asked for an explanation about the Lafarge operation – their sand piles have grown considerably over the past year. We could ask them to provide a presentation at a CAP meeting. We are still waiting on the analysis of the material most recently causing problems in the community to determine any possible sources.
